, ESTONIA — NEW CHURCH FACILITY.... GRAND OPENING

May — saw Colin respond to the invitation to the opening &
dedication of the first fully owned church building for the Estonian
Christian Pentecostal Church (EKNK). In 1991 three ministers of
Estonian parentage came from Canada and Australia to Tallinn
where the church was birthed and subsequently pioneered. In
those days the] y met in the magnificent Sakala Hall dedicated to
Lenin philosophy, but always sought to have their own place of
worship. From the dark days of freeing themselves from the USSR
occupation of their land, Estonia has risen like a phoenix from the
ashes of communism.

Through our very exciting years of working in Estonia
during those beginnings, was our support of their Bible Training
School and its brand new Christians and students. One such
student was Ago Lilleorg (picture shows Ago with his wife, and
Rael Laur — widow of founding pastor Alan, together with Colin).
Ago was Alan’s ‘Timothy’ and became the first ever chaplain to the

Estonian army. After Alan’'s home call 3 years ago, Ago
was ordained as the minister of EKNK; full leadership now
has transferred to the indigenous people....a legacy that
has outlasted Alan’'s lifetime. A wonderful service of
dedication embraced all mainstream churches in Tallinn
and their leaders, pastors and bishops such is the
influence and spread of EKNK'S ministry.

Nestling in the shadows of the Estonian parliament and
Orthodox church, EKNK'’s beautiful building now stands to the glory of
God and His faithfulness. After many years of raising the finance, this is
a testament to the miracles of God and the tenacity and dedication of
the first pioneers of this church. Pray that the future generations of this
church will diligently run the race and continue to influence the society of
this capital city.

It is a new generation that has to forge ahead and make deeper
inroads for the Kingdom. We are now working with Ago to plant 3 new
churches in Estonia which will begin this year; we give thanks to God for
the financial support which has been released to us for this purpose.
Without partnership in the gospel, we cannot go very far so we give
thanks for the channels of His blessing




, ESTONIA — EVER GROWING, LIVES CHANGING, MOVING ON

One of the other founding fathers of EKNK is our good friend Pastor Mart Vahi; his role was church planting and the
missions part of the church and what an outstanding job he has done. Again, this work is now in the hands of the
indigenous church which is building upon the foundation of many churches planted across the nation and sent out
many missionaries to foreign fields.

For many years EKNK had a ministry to prisoners, drug/alcohol addicts and Mart's vision was to have a
dedicated Christian facility that could rehabilitate as well as regenerate men. So, the Village of Hope was born and
progresses and now has facilities to house 20 men. There are at present 16 men in the 10 month programme and
praise God we can now accommodate them all with 3 others who work
on site in the saw mill and management. So the dining room now is
packed....on Colin’s visit he dropped off amongst other things, some
foody goodies for the guys...a great chocolate collection from New Life
Church, Failsworth. The proposed staff housing is now in place and
the second house is under construction ..our big ‘thank you’ to Steve
Beam president of M.V.I. Orlando. A bike of a different kind is required
when getting around on the village, especially in those wonderful winter
wonderlands of snow! Here is Andrew proudly astride the
‘beast’...provided with our partnership of M.V.l. (Thanks, Keith) &
Christian Motorcyclists Association in America. Andrew has just
taken delivery of 5 cycles for the village, thanks again!

Mart's son Andrew and his wife Erica...and new baby son Evan will
be moving back to Canada this Fall to establish Village of Hope,

Canada. God has again wrought an incredible miracle in land and
financial provision for this great work. So this means that William
who has been in training under Mart and Andrew will become the
programme director; another passing on to the indigenous people.
William was in recovery, became a Christian and has faithfully
worked on site ever since. He will move into staff housing this year
as will Roman and his new bride, Olga who is near completing her
masters degree in teaching — the first wedding of the village!

After a break of a couple of years, we hosted another pastors &
leaders conference at New Life Church with Pastor Andrej Zalutsky.
It was especially good to see Andrej so well after his near-death fall
from the church building last year. It was excellent to see a full house
again and absence obviously makes the heart grow fonder! They

been disappointed!
They had truly felt

God's presence and were leaving with
greater hope and fresh vigour for their

ministry.
