Podgorica which is now the country’s capital. They have faithfully
grown this church and planted another in the coastal town of Kamenari
which is also fully registered and has about 20 members; recently
another 3 were baptised from there PTL! They have another coastal
town group in the second largest town in the country — NIksic.

From this small group of God’s people, they show us what pleases
the heart of God when we minister to the poor.....

The family are doing fine and visited regularly by Jovica
and his team. They also take extra food/clothes for
them as they are a large family. There are around 5000
refugees is this camp at BERANE and the church in
Podgorica are regularly going with all kinds of help.

Most of the Romany community live in metal transport
containers and as you can see, the facilities are far from
good; Jovica'’s priority has been to feed and clothe them
and at Christmas time, they took presents.

Here he comments -

‘You know it is hard job, but from the other hand it is so
blessed work. seeing eyes of people smiling at us with a
hope.’

Christmas shoes boxes arrive and the church put on a Christmas event for children and parents over a 3
night period....a total of 300 hundred came and heard the message of the Christ child — JESUS!
